Thousands visited Jyotir Lingam Darshan Mela
Chandigarh 6 October 09: A Five-day ‘Jyotir Lingam Darshan Mela’ organised at sector 34 ground concluded here today. Thousands of men and women from tricity as well as Punjab and Haryana visited the Mela which was organized by Prajapita Brahma Kumaris Ishwariya Vishwa Vidyalaya from October 2 and 6, 2009 as part of its global festival being celebrated for 7 weeks through out the country.

Brahma Kumaris sisters meditated posing as idols of goddesses in such a manner that onlookers were often confused whether they are statue or women. Some time people were seen betting regarding the statues being real or fake.

Special arrangements were also made to Prasad and multi-color blessing cards to devotees. More than five hundred brother and sisters of Brahma Kumaris worked day and night to make the event a grand success.

At youth pavilion, large number of youngsters got tips for dealing with their problems and drug de addiction. Children got the opportunity to play value added games at children corner.
